PROJECT 
DESCRIPTION: 

To conduct a citywide youth football program to provide youths an opportunity to 
play football and cheerlead in a supervised, organized, and safe environment, and 
to promote the ideals of sportsmanship, scholastics and physical fitness.  To aid 
and assist in combating juvenile delinquency by providing and promoting the 
physical and emotional well-being of young athletes.
