This Department requests legislation to grant consent to the
ODOT to design and construct the improvement on Brookpark
Road from West 130t to the Brooklyn West Corporation Line
half in the City of Cleveland and from Ridge Road to the East
Corporation Line half in the City of Cleveland. This work is
part of a larger project from West 130t to IR-480 EB ramps in
the Cities of Parma, Cleveland, Brooklyn and in the Village of
Brooklyn Heights; to enter into a cooperative agreement with
the Village of Brooklyn Heights and the Cities; enter into a
local public administration agreement with ODOT; to cause
payment to ODOT for local share in an estimated amount of
$800,000 from any and all funds as authorized by Director of
Finance; to authorize the Director of Capital Projects to enter
into one or more agreements necessary to make the
improvement.

ODOT will arrange for the preparation of construction plans
and specifications, including engineering reports within the 5.0
mile project limit. ODOT will arrange the project sale, award to
the lowest responsible bidder and provide -construction
supervision and administration of the improvement. Brooklyn
Heights will prepare and submit and Ohio Public Works
Commission (Issue 1) application on behalf of the Village and
Cities to supplement funding for the improvement. The
improvement includes asphalt milling, pavement base repair,
asphalt resurfacing, installation of ADA compliant ramps,
curbs and driveways if necessary.
